This year, Hellenic Film Academy came together with the Goethe-Institut Athen to organ-
ize the 6th Film Factory, which this year is to be hosted in the Goethe Institute premises
from 4 to 11 December 2017.

Stars of the Film Factory are always the Awarded Filmmakers of the year who are called
to teach in seminars and workshops for free, each one in his field of expertise, building
bridges of knowledge and experience with the new generation of colleagues.

The parallel events run by the Film Factory include a tribute to the awarded, German Film
Director, Andreas Dresen, who will also host a masterclass.

There will also be a seminar addressed to teachers, on filmmaking by pupils and students.
Furthermore, Drog_A_Tek, a band twice awarded by the HFA for their soundtracks, will host
a concert.

At the same time, the short film sponsorship competition held by the Academy and
COSMOTE TV goes through its second phase, where 12 elected projects shall be presented
by their creators to the selection panel.

Film Factory is the core educational activity of the Hellenic Film Academy. It is also a field
of cooperation among educational, cultural and other bodies, aiming at a continuous quali-
tative upgrade of its content.

Andreas Dresen was born in 1963 in the city of
Gera, East Germany. In early 80s, he started work-
ing in theater and making short films. He completed
his studies in direction in the Potsdam-Babelsberg
School of Cinema & Television. Since 1992 he has
been working as a screenwriter and scriptwriter for
cinema, TV, theater and opera. Dresen is one of the
most prominent directors in Germany, with manifold
projects and important distinctions. His film “Night
Shapes” was awarded for the Best Actor in Berlin
IFF and Best New Director in Valladolid IFF. His film
“Grill Point” won the Jury Grand Prix in 2002 Ber-
lin IFF (Silver Berlin Bear) and the award for Best
Director and Best Ensemble Playing in Chicago IFF
as well as the award for Best Director in Ghent film
festival, Belgium. “Cloud 9” debuted in Cannes Film
Festival in 2008, wining Un Certain Regard-Jury
Coup de Coeur award. The film was nominated in
the European Film Awards for European Actress and
European Director. It also won Best Performance
by an Actress in a Leading Role and Best Direc-
tion awards, as well as Outstanding Feature Film
(in bronze) in the German Film Awards. The film
“Whisky with Vodka” won the Best Director award in
2009 Karlovy Vary IFF and “Stopped on Track” won
Un Certain Regard Award in Cannes Film Festival
and four German Film Awards: Outstanding Feature
Film, Best Direction, Best Performance by an Actor
in a Leading Role, Best Performance by an Actor in
a Supporting Role.

Giorgos & Roulis Alahouzos were
born in Melbourne, Australia. Gior-
gos started making shorts when he
was still in high school, while taking
painting and sculpture classes. In
the late 70s they moved to Greece,
where Giorgos studied graphic arts
and got into makeup effects, but
didn’t start doing it professionally
until 1984. In 1986 he and Roulis
worked on their first feature, «Oh
Babylon» by Costas Ferris At the
same time, they started experiment-
ing with other types of effects, like
3D models and special construc-
tions.

In 1988 they took a professional
make-up course taught by Dick
Smith. (“The Godfather”, “Little Big
Man”, “Exorcist” and “Amadeus”).
In 1990 they won a Technical
Achievement Award for “Lovers Be-
yond Time”. Since then, they have
worked on more than 50 features,
countless television commercials,
stage plays, TV shows and music
videos. In 2004 they manufactured
all the heads for the ancient Greeks
and the clothing worn by the maid-
ens at the Athens Olympic Games
Opening Ceremony.

In 2008 they worked on the spe-
cial effects for US production “Wolf
Moon” (aka “Dark Moon Rising”),
winning a best special effects award
at the Freakshow Horror Fest in Or-
lando, Florida.

Their crowning achievement was
working on “Harry Potter and the
Deathly Hallows: Part 2” and Greek
TV show “The Island”, their largest-
scale makeup effects job to date.
They have directed music videos and
television commercials, Giorgos in
the director’s chair and Roulis act-
ing as producer.

In the past few years, they have
won five awards at the Hellenic Film
Academy Awards.
